Today's Devotional Thoughts (1/26)
Acts 2:1-4; Ephesians 1:13-14 What’s the first thing that comes to your mind when you hear the names Barry Bonds, Mark McGwire, Sammy Sosa, Rafael Palmeiro, Marion Jones, BALCO, or Roger Clemens? If it’s not steroids, then you have apparently not watched TV, been on the internet or cared about sports for the last 10 years. The first decade of the 21st Century was dominated by talk of performance enhancing drugs. Steroids and HGH (Human Growth Hormone) have been a discussion on sports talk radio, labor negotiations, and even the Congress of the United States. Why was there so much talk about PED’s (Performance Enhancing Drugs)? Because they brought power! Mark McGwire broke Roger Maris’ record for the most home runs in a season…he’s now admitted to taking steroids. Barry Bonds then broke McGwire’s record…and there probably aren’t 5 people on the planet who don’t believe Bonds was on steroids. Alex Rodriguez has even come out and admitted that he has used! Why was everyone using steroids? They brought power!
OK, so why do I bring this up? Well, in Acts 2, our passage for today, the Holy Spirit arrives on the scene…and with the Holy Spirit came power. Power to do things not possible before; power to have wisdom not available before; power to resist temptation like never before; power to witness like never before. All of a sudden, Christians had power…divine power. Now, unlike steroids which I would refer to as “fake power”, this is real power. Power which is available to you and to me. The question asked on page 28 in your devo guide is this: “Will you rely on the Holy Spirit”? He’s available, but will you use Him?
