Today's Devotional Thoughts (1/27)
Ephesians 5:18 Only one verse for today, but a verse packed with meaning. An old college friend of mine posted this on Facebook last night: “So I'm in Carnegie tonite making a delivery when all of a sudden some guy walks past my car, grabs onto a street sign, swirls around & falls on his face. I thot he was dead cuz he was face down laying motionless. Stabbed? Shot? Idk - so I call 911. Police come... turns out he was just REALLY drunk. So who's the dork? …” Kind of appropriate for today’s verse! Alcohol is a controlling substance; many people think they can control themselves and how much they drink, but an alcoholic will likely tell you that the alcohol wants to control them. 
So what does alcohol have to do with the Holy Spirit and why are they mentioned in the same verse? Well I think the reason is two-fold: 1) The Holy Spirit and alcohol are both capable of making us do things we otherwise wouldn’t (The Holy Spirit in a good way, alcohol in a bad way) and 2) In order for either of them to be effective in us, we must yield to them…allow them access to our bodies. Think about it for a second…my body has never been affected by alcohol because I’ve never allowed it to enter my body. Has your life been affected by the Holy Spirit? Even though He resides in every believer, we have a choice as to how much we will allow Him to control us. 
So my question of the day would be this…Who is in control of your life? Is it you, or is it the Holy Spirit? Your thoughts, your actions, and your motives will be a good indicator of who’s really in control. Remember, we’ve already discussed talking to the Holy Spirit, and listening for/to the Holy Spirit…now we want you to start obeying what the Holy Spirit is telling you!! Let Him control your life.
