Today's Devotional Thoughts (1/28)
Ephesians 3:14-21 Some passages you can read and get right away…for instance, John 3:16 “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.”  Maybe it’s because I’ve said it so many times, or maybe it’s because I’ve read it so many times, but immediately I know what that verse means. God loved everyone so much that He sent Jesus to die for our sins so we could have a relationship with Him and spend eternity with Him. Easy enough!

The verses today are a prayer. They are a prayer that Paul prayed for the people in the church at Ephesus. It takes a few times reading the prayer to grasp its full meaning, so slow down and take a close look at it.
