Today's Devotional Thoughts (1/30)
Acts 4:3-12 These verses have so much content that I’m having a hard time figuring out where to focus. I must say, the first thing that jumped out at me were verses 9 and 10 simply because of finding out yesterday that God had performed a miracle and had saved the life of Avery. The doctors might try to explain it away, others might say to her parents, “You’re extremely lucky”, and still others might just say “We’ll never know what happened.” But if I’m asked how Avery was healed, I’ll give a response similar to that of Peter “know this…It is by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth…that [Avery is healed]”. 

The devotion guide has chosen to focus on the boldness of Peter, and they make a great point. Before the Holy Spirit, Peter claimed that he would die for Jesus, yet denied Him three times. After the Holy Spirit came and indwelt Peter, he was actually facing persecution and at least in his mind had to have been facing the possibility of death (remember, these are many of the same people who had a part in crucifying Jesus), yet he was more bold than ever. 

With Holy Spirit = Peter was bold

Without Holy Spirit = Peter was afraid

Maybe if you’re having trouble living for Jesus, and telling others about Him, it’s because you are relying on yourself and not on the power of the Holy Spirit.
