Today's Devotional Thoughts (2/2)
Luke 24:36-48 It’s an interesting question: “Do you believe Jesus rose from the dead?” I know that everyone who has grown up in the church knows that you’re supposed to say “Of course I believe that”. But really…do you? Do you REALLY believe that Jesus died for your sins and is now alive? I would go a step farther and ask this question: “Do your actions show that you believe Jesus is alive?” 

Here’s why I ask…when I was growing up, my dad worked out of town for 2-3 sometimes 4 weeks at a time. We lived in Ohio and a lot of times his work (he operated some very large bulldozers and backhoes) would take him to West Virginia or to another part of the state. He would hitchhike there most times because we only had one car, and then he would hitchhike home. My brother and I weren’t bad kids, but we also had our moments where we weren’t all that good either. We kind of knew that if dad had just left that he wouldn’t be home for a few weeks, so we didn’t have to behave quite as well. My mom would often say, “Just wait ‘til your dad gets home and you’re gonna be in trouble”. While we knew dad would eventually come home, his influence didn’t really effect our daily lives. Sometimes I think we feel that way with Jesus…yeah He exists, and yeah He’s alive, and yeah He’s coming back at some point…but He doesn’t really effect our daily lives. 

I want you to realize that Jesus is indeed alive and the reason He’s alive is to have a RELATIONSHIP with you. Morgan said it quite well on Sunday night when she said that she can talk to Him at any time; He’s always there. Have you talked to Him lately? If not, is it possibly because you’re not really convinced He is indeed alive? Take a look at the evidence…it’s extremely important that you be sure that He’s alive. Our faith is built around that truth: Jesus is Alive!
