Today's Devotional Thoughts (2/3)
Colossians 1:9-12 Do me a favor real quick…write out a prayer to God just as if you were praying on any other day. Seriously, before you go any farther, stop, grab a piece of paper and pray. If you’re having a hard time, just pray then write down what you prayed about. 
OK, so did you write down your prayer? If not, WRITE IT DOWN!!!! lol
As I look at these verses, do you know what I find to be the most interesting? Take a look back at verse 4…Paul was excited about their faith, and he was excited about the love they had for one another. The Christians he was writing to seemed to be on the right track. So why then had Paul and Timothy “not stopped praying” for them? It’s almost like there must have been something wrong…I mean, that’s why we pray right? We pray when things go wrong. We pray for people that are sick. We pray for people that are in trouble. We pray for needs.

What? We’re allowed to pray for people that are doing good too? We’re allowed to pray for healthy people? We’re allowed to pray for people who are thriving spiritually? Really? We can pray for our Pastor? We can pray for our missionaries? We can pray for our friends? Hmmmm, interesting concept…praying for people who “technically” don’t need prayer. Oh wait, we all need prayer. I’ll be blunt enough to say this…put me on your prayer list. Pray for me daily, pray for me hourly, whatever you do…pray for me!!! 
Why not make a commitment today to revise your prayer life a little. Sure, I want you to keep praying for the sick (praise God for Averie getting better as a result of God answering prayer); keep praying for those struggling spiritually, keep praying for those going through family difficulties, but on top of that…pray for those who are doing just fine…who knows what temptation, trial, difficulty, etc… might face that person tomorrow.
