Today's Devotional Thoughts (2/12)
Colossians 3:15-17 “I’ll go alone”…unless you utter those words while playing euchre (which most of you out here have never played, and probably can’t pronounce the word…anyway in euchre, if you “go alone” and win then you get 4 points instead of 2)…but as I was saying, unless you’re playing euchre and say the words “I’ll go alone” then “going it alone” is usually a bad idea. 

The fact is…we need each other (I’m pretty sure there’s a song with either that title or that theme). In verse 16, we are told that we are to “teach and admonish each other with all wisdom”. So, a good question would be: “Have you taught anyone recently?” I’m not talking about having a class or even leading a discussion. I just mean, has anyone learned from you in the last week? Have they learned from your actions? Have they learned from your conversation? Have you shared with them what you’re learning about God? 

What about the opposite? Have you learned anything from someone else this week? Has someone taught you through their actions, their words, or their encouragement?
If you’ve been having a rough go of it alone, why not at least give life a try with others who share your faith and desire to walk close with Jesus!!!
