Acts 4:1-12 & Acts 5:17-42 There are a couple consistent themes in these two passages: 1) Christians couldn’t keep their mouths shut…they felt they absolutely had to share the good news of Jesus with those around them (this is a good thing) and 2) These same Christians were persecuted because they kept sharing their faith.

The apostles “rejoiced” that they were counted worthy to suffer for Christ.
