Acts 16:22-30 Two interesting questions from today’s study: 1) Why did Paul have such little regard for himself? (As is evidenced by his willingness to stay in prison even when he could have easily walked out) and 2) Are you going through some tough situations in life in which you need to ask God to show you the good that can come out of it?

On the first question, I think it’s important for each of us to realize our place in life and why we’re there. God has bigger plans for us than what we can fully wrap our minds around, and sometimes those plans are accomplished in the midst of circumstances which we would never choose on our own. Think about it…are you quickly trying to escape a difficult situation, or are you going to allow God to use you in the midst of it?

On the second question, sometimes you just need to have some patience. Many times we don’t realize the good that can come out of a situation until days, weeks, months or even years have passed. So be a little patient if you can’t see the good right away.
